You will create an artwork in pen and wash — a perfect medium combination, as it
allows us to develop good drawing skills as well as to introducing a colour medium
without the complexities that usually present in typical watercolour techniques.

In the class on 2 September we will go over our drawing with ink, and incorporate a

colour wash.
